ALMOST HAD A LYNCHING

Crowd at Brunswick came near getting John Turner

HAD ATTACKED MRS KENNEY

He Grabbed Her In Her Own Home

After She Had Fed Him  -- Her Husband Chased Him A Mile

Tbe combined ellorts of. Deputy Sheriff Emory Nelson, Detective Robert Webber, of the  Baltimore ‘and Ohio Railroad Company; Policeman Sigafoose ,of Brunswick, and Constable Morgan Runkles prevented  a. crowd of nearly 500 railroad men from Iynching John Turner, ,a  negro, 35 years old, at Brunswlck this afternoon.

Between 2 and 3 o’clock the negro called at the home of Mr. and Mrs, Tbomas Kenney, on New York hill, Md asked Mrs. Kenney for something to eat, After she had given him food and had turned to walk across the kitchen he seized her around the waist and held her firmly with both hands. Mrs, Kenney, who is about 28 years old, screamed for her husband, and the latter, who was In the front room upstairs, ran to her assistance. At the sight of Mr. Kenney the negro fled. Seizing a shotgun, Mr. Kenney started in pursuit of the ne​gro, and at the point or the gun halted him in a woods a mlle from Brunswick.

After tying his hands behind him Mr. Kenney compelled him .to return to Bruns​wick, where he was turned over to Deputy Sheriff Nelson, Who took him before Justice of the Peace ,John L, Jordan. . 

In the meantime news of the attempted assault became generally known, and a large crowd congregated at the magistrate’s office. Threats of violence were treely made, but cooler heads prevailed upon the crowd to allow the Iaw to take lits course. The negro was taken to the railroad station in charge of Deputy Nelson. Here a much larger crowd had assembled. 

As the negro was hustled on a. train to be brought to Frederlck the crowd made a  dash for him, but was held in check by the officers. A man in the lead produced a rope and attempted to throw the noose end over the head of the negro. It struck him In the face,  The deputy grabbed it and held on to it. The officers appealed to the crowd to disperse. .A minute later the train pulled out, with the prisoner in charge of the officers.. Mr. Kenney and a brother of Mrs. Kenney were also on the train and assisted the officers in protecting the negro, 

Turner was brought to Frederick and lodged in jail. He stated that he had put his arms around Mrs. Kenney, but said he had been drinking and did not know what he was doing. He came to Brunswick from Virginia about a month  ago and had been working on the improvements at Knoxville. 

Mr.. Kenney is a railroad engineer and runs a locomotive at the yards at Brunswick.
